

Olympic College Term Limits Policy

Terms of Service

Term limits are established to ensure the continued success of the committee. By establishing a length of term, time demands for members will be clarified at the outset. 

Three-year terms of service most easily allow for continuity and change.  One-third of the total membership can be appointed beginning each year after the first year of operation.  
New Committees

To establish this rotation with a new committee, members can draw lots or solicit volunteers for one, two, or three-year terms, with one-third of the committee in each category.  New members are appointed as terms expire.

Existing Committees

New members are appointed for three-years as terms expire or the membership base is expanded.

Reappointments
It is recommended, if feasible, that members not be appointed to consecutive terms and that at least a one-year absence is considered before reappointment.  

Exceptions to Term Limits

· In the event that membership is limited due to a low number of employers within the community or significant hardship occurs in identifying new members, a three-year extension of membership can occur upon approval of the committee chair and lead faculty/division dean. 
Extension of membership will not exceed a two term limit.  In this instance, it should be a primary responsibility of the committee to identify and maintain new membership.

· An exception to membership term limits may also apply in committees that have a requirement for standing representation from a local employer, business or industry.
· In the event that a required standing member is a current student, the term will be no more than two years.

Term limits language in advisory committee by-laws/constitution:

Article IV
Each appointment of an advisory committee member shall be for three years, except when the appointment is to fill an unexpired term. The OC term limits policy for professional-technical advisory committees will dictate additional terms of service.
